Key to Document Numbering

Documents submitted by authors are numbered in the following way. As the program changes, some of this numbering could change.

Abstracts from Invited Experts in the Field

Numbered in the order in which they appear on the program. Described with the word ‘abstract’.

Papers from Invited Experts in the Field

Numbered in the order they appear on the program, and described by ‘RR’.

Abstracts from TSG26 Panel Members

Numbered in the order panel members appear on the program. Number followed by ‘P’ to indicate panel member. Described by the word ‘abstract’

Papers from TSG26 Co-chairs and Panel Members 

Numbered in the order panel members appear on the program. Number followed by ‘P’ to indicate panel member. Described by the term ‘RR’.

Papers from Other Contributors

Numbered in the order they are added to the website, followed by a ‘C’ to indicate contributor, and described by ‘RR’. Where there papers also include an asterisk after the ‘C’ they have been formally included in the TSG26 program in some way.

Overarching Comments

Invited experts had the autonomy to select their own area of focus within recent research they have undertaken. As you can see from the draft program, this has led to richness and diversity in the topics to be addressed.

Where your research makes links to any of the abstracts from experts or panel members (see website), we would appreciate you making such links explicit. This should add to the cohesiveness of the program and could lead to new and valuable insights. 

We look forward to your contributions and fruitful discussions they could stimulate before ICME. If we can become familiar with the range of submitted papers beforehand, this should help to integrate more of these papers into the ICME TSG26 discussions in July.
