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Abstract for a proposal to be presented at ICME11- TSG26 (“Learning and cognition in mathematics: Students´ formation of mathematical conceptions, notions, strategies, and beliefs”)
Beliefs and professional knowledge of future teachers – qualitative studies on influences and relations

Qualitative results of a complimentary study embedded in a large-scale 6-country study on future mathematics teachers’ professional knowledge – the project Mathematics Teaching in the 21st Century- MT21)  will be presented. Referring to the well-known classification system on beliefs by Grigutsch & Toerner it will be studied which are the beliefs of future mathematics teachers about mathematics and the teaching and learning of mathematics as well as concerning future teachers’ professional development. Based on questionnaires and interviews, the beliefs of selected future teachers are described. From this, the central role education of pedagogical content knowledge on the development of beliefs during teacher education becomes evident.
