Comments from Gaye to panel readers making comments as they responded to papers:

Comments from those contributing papers already:

the plenty interesting, colorfully contributions which were accumulated

there. It seemed very promising."

Comments from those keen to contribute:

"Hi Gaye

I've had a quick look at the discussion group site and it seems to be coming along very nicely. [I will] look[ed] at the type of chat and get a sense of the tone and post one ... [from my colleague] and me. [I will be submitting a paper in the future]."

Comment from Gaye:

"Any type of chat is appropriate. By all of us contributing what we want to say in whatever form [formal or informal] seems most appropriate, we will begin to add to what we know. The panel looks forward to hearing more".
